Article 4: Participation

As per article 2.1.005 of the UCI Regulations, the event is opened to the following teams:

Invited teams must confirm
their acceptance to the Organizers. The official form of UCI Enroliment listing the name
of each rider, to a maximum of 6 riders (a minimum of 4 riders) with 3 officials, and pro-
viding their date of birth, license number, UCI ID, as signed by the official representatives
of the team, must be received by the Organizing Committee.

As per article 1.2.052 of UCI Regulations, National teams and their respective riders may
not start in competitions abroad unless they hold authorization in writing issued by their
federation (except teams and riders from the same federation as the event organizer).
This authorization must carry the dates of validity and the names of the riders concerned.
All Participating teams must have insurance covering all their team members during the
period of the race, the organizer is responsible only the first aid and/or transit to the near-
by hospital in case of any accident or health problems, the medical expenses outside
those mentioned shall be borne by teams or federations concerned.

The organizer shall provide Airport pick up service, full board and local transportation to
all invited teams. The air tickets from the origin country of invited teams to Suvarnabhumi
International Airport (BKK) and from Suvarnabhumi International Airport (BKK) to the
origin country shall be borne by the team.

The neutral support shall provide three (3) Neutral cars and two (2) neutral motorcycles.

Article 8: Race Incidents occurred in the last 3 Kilometers.

In case of duly noted fall, puncture or mechanical problem in the last 3 kilometers of
stage, the rider(s) involved shall be credited with the time of the rider (s) in whose com-
pany they were riding at the moment of accident. His or their placing shall be determined
by the order in which he or they actually cross the finishing line.

If, as the result of duly noted fall in the last 3 kilometers, a rider cannot cross the finishing
line, he shall be placed last in the stage and credited with the same time of the rider or
riders in whose company he was riding at the time of the accident.

On Stage 1/2/3/5 and 6, the 3 kilometers rule will be applied. Only Stage 4 which the
finish line will be summit finish.

Article 9: King of Mountains

There will be 3 King Of Mountains Sprints (KOM) in the tour but there is no King of Moun-
tain General Classification: The KOM'’s are as follow.
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Specific Regulations

There shall be seven (7) Mountain Sprints (MS) in 2025

Stage 3 @ 55.2 km. (Alt. 213 m. Cat. 4)
@ 95.5 km. (Alt. 188 m. Cat. 4)
Stage 4 @ 121.7 km. (Alt. 170 m. Cat. 4)

The first 3 riders who reach the Mountain Sprints shall be awarded with prize money
5,000 Baht, 3,000 Baht and 2,000 Baht Respectively. And the first rider who is the first
rider in each mountain sprint will be award the Red Polka Dot Jersey(But cannot wear
while in the race).

Article 10: Points Classification (Green jersey)

The Points Classification is drawn up by totaling the points awarded in each of the six (6)
stages, in the twelve (12) Intermediate Sprints.

Points are awarded for each stage finished:

Stage Finish
Ranking 1 2 3 4 5 6 7 (8] 9 |10
Points 16 14 13 12 1M1 (10| 9 | 8] 7 6
Ranking 11 12 13 14 15
Points 5 4 3 2 1

Points are awarded for each Intermediate Sprint:

Intermediate Sprints
Ranking 1 2 3 4
Points 5 3 2 1

In accordance with article 2.6.017 of the UCI Regulations, in event of a tie in the general
classification by points, the following criteria shall be applied in order until the riders are
separated:

1). Numbers of Stage winning.

2). Numbers of wins in Intermediate Sprints (IS) counting for the Points General
Classification.

3). General Individual Classification by time.
The leader of the Points Classification shall wear a GREEN jersey.
Points are awarded for each of the Intermediate Sprints (IS) during:

Stage Distances from the start/Km
1st @ 46.6/74.1 km
2nd @ 33.9/95.0 km
3rd @ 42.2/92.7 km
4th @ 59.6/78.4 km
5th @ 37.0 /79.4 km
6th @ 37.0/79.3 km

To receive the prizes for the General Points Classification, each competitor must have
completed the whole course of the race within the time limits set by the race regulations.
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Article 11: Individual General Classification by time (The Yellow Jersey)

The time as recorded by the timekeeper shall be entered in the Individual General Time
Classification. Bonuses are only taken into consideration for the Individual General Clas-
sification.

If the result is tied : the placing obtained in each stage shall be added and, as a last
resort, the placing obtained in the last stage ridden shall be taken into consideration.
The leader of the Individual General Classification shall wear the Yellow Jersey and
receive a daily award.

Article 12: Team General Classification by time
The Team Classification for the day shall be calculated on the basis of the sum of the
first 3 best individual times from each team. In the event of a tie, the team shall be sep-
arated by the sum of the places acquired by their best 3 placed riders in the stage. If the
teams are still tied, they shall be separated by the placing of their best rider in the stage
classification.
The Team General Classification shall be calculated on the basis of the sum of the three
best individual times from each team in each stage ridden. In the event of a draw, the
following criteria shall be applied in order until the teams are separated:

1. Numbers of first places in the daily Team Classifications;

2. Numbers of second places in the daily Team Classifications etc.
If there is still a draw, the teams shall be separated by the placing of their best rider in the
General Individual Classification.
Any team reduced to fewer than three riders shall be eliminated from the General Team
Classification.
The riders of the team leading the Team Classification shall be required to wear the cor-
responding distinctive sign.

Article 13: Best ASEAN Team

The Best ASEAN Team Classification is based on the ASEAN General Team Classifica-
tion by time.

The Specific Regulations Article 13 shall be applied for calculation the time of the Team
Classification. This award is limited to the teams from South East Asian Nations (ASE-
AN).

The Best ASEAN Team Classification is restricted for teams registered in South East
Asian Nations (And must have at least 4 riders from South East Asian Nationalities in
the team) and / or South East Asian National Teams based on the ASEAN General Team
Classification by time.

The Specific Regulations Article 12 shall be applied for calculation the time of the ASEAN
Team Classification.

Article 14: Best ASEAN Rider

“ASEAN Riders Classification” is based on the Individual General Classification by time
and is restricted to riders who belong to the South East Asia country’s nationality. The
leader in this classification shall wear a BLUE jersey.
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Specific Regulations

Article 15: Time Bonuses
Time bonuses, which shall apply only to the Individual General Classification, shall be
awarded in all road race stages. They shall be awarded for the Intermediate Sprints and
for the Stage Finish as follows:

1) For each Intermediate Sprint (IS): 3, 2 and 1 seconds are awarded to the first
3 riders classified respectively.

2) At the stage finish: 10, 6 and 4 seconds are awarded to the first 3 riders clas-
sified respectively.

Article 16: Finishing Time Limits

The Finishing Time Limits have been set for 10 percent in all stages.

However, the time limit may, in exceptional circumstances, be increased and/or de-
creased by the Commissaire Panel in an agreement with the organizer according to the
article 2.6.032.

Article 17: Leader’s Jersey
The leader of each classification shall be required to wear the corresponding distinctive
jersey.
If a rider is leading more than one classification, the order of priority of the distinctive
jerseys shall be as follows:

1). General Classification by time;

2). General Classification by points;

3). General Best ASEAN Classification.
The organizers may require another rider following next to the relevant classification to
wear a jersey which is not being worn by the leader of that classification. However, if this
rider must wear his World or National champion’s jersey, or the leaders of the UCI cup,
a circuit, a series or the classification, he shall wear that jersey.

Article 18: Teams

The Team Managers (Directeurs Sportif) represent their teams and are responsible for
all their activities from a technical point of view and also for their discipline. The Team
Managers will collaborate with the Race Organization and the Colleague of Commissaire
to ensure the smooth running of the race.

Team vehicles which travel with the race shall be driven in convoy order determined by
the classification of their leading rider in the general classification. All other vehicles shall
be driven according to the instructions of the Colleague of Commissaire or the Race
Direction.

All vehicles shall be driven in accordance with the traffic laws of Thailand.

Team managers MUST hold the international driving licenses that validate at least
during the period of their possession of the team car (s). And in case of any damages or
accident, team manager (s) of the car has to be responsible for the cost of all damages
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Article 19. Feeding During Race

Feeding during the race is permitted from 30 kilometers after the “real start” until 10
kilometers before the finish. These distances may be amended by the President of
Commissaire in consultation with the Technical Director if, in their opinion, this is required
by the climatic conditions. Any such change shall be announced at the start of the stage.
Feeding shall be permitted only behind the car of the Commissaire unless there are 15
or less riders in the group when the team vehicle shall be permitted to draw up to the
rear of the group. The team vehicles wishing to feed their riders or to speak with them
or to pass or receive equipment must firstly obtain the permission of the Commissaire.
In a stage longer than 150 km, there shall be a marked feeding zone — marked by the
sign at “Feed Start” at the start and terminated at “Feed End”. These shall be indicated
on the route details. Feeding with such a zone shall only be by persons and officials of
the team on foot and at the left hand side of the road. The bus shall leave the starting line
to the feeding zone 20 minutes before the starting time.

Article 20: Most Combative Rider Award

The Most Combative Rider Award shall be decided by the Commissaires in cooperative
with the organizer in each stages for the rider who are trying to make the exciting game
of cycling. The selected rider shall receive 5,000 baht in each stage.

Article 21: Conduct of Riders & Their Responsibilities

- Riders must sign on personally before every stage at the signing on point which shall be
opened from 45 minutes until 10 minutes before the starting time. Teams are requested
to sign on as a complete team to allow introduction to the spectators. The signing on
position shall be close to the race starting point. Failing to do that, the rider(s) shall be
penalized as per the UCI Regulations 2.3.009.

- Riders must behave in a sporting fashion during the race and at all other times.

- Riders must wear the numbers issued to them by the race organization. These num-
bers must not be folded, cut or defaced in any way and must be worn clearly visible.

- Riders must wear their official team jerseys, as approved at the meeting when licenses
were registered, or else the Leader Jersey for the various classifications.

- If any rider is leading in more than one of these classifications he shall be presented
with each one, in turn, at the protocol ceremony. During the following stage, he shall
wear only the jersey of the highest importance and the next rider in the position in the
other competition shall wear that jersey.

- Riders must wear safely rigid headgear (UCI 1.3.031) at all times when racing.

- Any raincoat or similar garment that is worn, must permit the rider’s race body numbers
to be clearly visible.

- Riders must comply with all traffic rules and the instructions of police and/or race offi-
cials.

- Riders may only exchange equipment, wheels or bicycles with members of their own
team. They may only assist riders who have suffered an accident, puncture or other
mechanical troubles who are members of their own team. Riders may exchange food or
drink with members of their own team or other teams.
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Specific Regulations

- Riders may not push another rider or be pushed or receive a tow or a pull by another
rider or other person. They may not take place or receive or take a push or tow from
any vehicle.

Article 22: Penalties
The UCI penalty scale is the only one applicable.

Article 23: Cycling and the Environment

The Organizer wishes to remind all parties involved in the Tour of Thailand to be
sensitive to environmental concerns. As some part of the race route shall pass through
National Parks or National Historical Sites which are environmental areas protected by
law, the environmental impact of the race must be minimised.

All teams are reminded to be respectful of places of warship i.e. temples, churches,
mosques etc. Proper conduct is strictly to be adhered to and in no circumstances should
any team member relieve and/or expose themselves at or around these places other
than the designated areas.

In accordance with article 2.2.025 of the UCI Regulations, there shall be strictly no
littering at any staging areas : Start-Finish venues, Feed Zone and throughout the Race
Courses. All litter is to be disposed in a responsible and hygienic manner after arriving
at the finishing area.

The organizer shall established “WASTE ZONE” 500 meters before the Feed Zone
START and 500 meters after the Feed Zone End and 500 meters before the last 10
kilometers to finish for all stages as indicated in the daily race schedule. Please be
reminded that causing damages to the flora and fauna is strictly prohibited.

Furthermore, in many areas of the race were protected by environmental protection
laws, such as the National Park or specific sensitive areas. There might be prosecuted
by the authorities for violate the laws concern. Which can be fine or jail term depending
on the offenses.

Article 24: Awarding Ceremony

In accordance with article 1.2.112 of the UCI regulations and upon the request of the
organizer, the following riders must attend the official awarding ceremony:

- The winner of the stage;

- The best ASEAN rider;

- The leader of the individual general classification

- The leader of the Points Classification

- The winner of the King of Mountains

- The Leader of ASEAN rider Classification

- The Most Combative Rider of the Stage

- The riders shall present themselves at the podium in a time limit of maximum 10
minutes after crossing the finishing line.

The race shall be held from March 31 - April 2, 2025 over three (3) stages under the
Regulations of Union Cycliste Internationale (UCI) and the Specific Regulations of this
Tour mentioned hereunder.

The stages comprised with 6 Intermediate Sprints :

Stage 1 - 31 March 2025

Aranyaprathet - Watthana Nakhon - Sa Kaeo Sports Complex 87.9 km
Stage 2 - 1 April 2025

Watthana Nakhon - Chong Kum - Pang Sida National Park

Sa Kaeo Sports Complex 108.0 km
Stage 3 - 2 April 2025
Sa Kaeo Circuit (10 km x 7 Laps) 70.0 km

Article 2: Type of Event

The event is opened to riders of the Elite Women category as per Article 2.1.005 of
the UCI Regulations. The maximum number of riders per team is five (5) as per article
2.2.003 of the UCI Regulations. The event is entered on the UCI Women Elite Tour Cal-
endar and registered as a class 2.2 event.

Article 3: UCI Rankings
The event is in class 2.2 and in accordance with article 2.10.008 of the UCI Regulations,
points shall be awarded as follows:

And 1 points to the leader of the General Classification on each stage.
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Specific Regulations

Article 4: Participation

As per article 2.1.005 of the UCI Regulations, the event is opened to the following teams:
UCI Women’s World Teams, UCI Cyclo-Cross Professional Teams, UCI Women'’s Conti-
nental Teams, National Teams, Regional Teams ,Club Teams and Mixed Teams. As per
UCI Regulations for participation in the UCI Women’s Elite races. Invited teams must
confirm their acceptance to the Organizers. The official form of UCI enroliment listing the
name of each rider, to a maximum of 5 riders (a minimum of 4 riders) with 3 officials, and
providing their date of birth, license number, UCI ID, as signed by the official representa-
tives of the team, must be received by the Organizing Committee.

As per article 1.2.052 of UCI Regulations, National, Regional ,Club teams and Mixed
Teams, their respective riders may not start in competitions abroad unless they hold au-
thorization in writing issued by their federation (except teams and riders from the same
federation as the event organizer). This authorization must carry the dates of validity and
the names of the riders concerned.

All Participating teams must have insurance covering all their team members during the
period of the race, the organizer is responsible only the first aid and/or transit to the near-
by hospital in case of any accident or health problems, the medical expenses outside
those mentioned shall be borne by teams or federations concerned.

The organizer shall provide Airport pick up service, full board and local transportation
to all invited teams. The air tickets from the origin country of invited teams to and from
Suvarnabhumi International Airport(BKK) shall be borne by the team.

The organizer shall be responsible for the accommodation of the participating teams
started from March 29 , 2025 (Check in after 13:00) until April 3, 2025 (Check out before
12:00). The first meal for the participating teams shall be the dinner of March 29, 2025
and the last one shall be breakfast on April 3, 2025.

Article 5: Race Headquarters
At the start, the Race Headquarters shall be opened on March 29, 2025 between 10.00
—20.00 hours and located at the official hotel of the race in Surat Thani province:
Team representatives are requested to check their riders’ licenses and team jersey and
to collect their race numbers and the transponders at the Headquarters on March 30,
2025 between 13.00 — 14.00 hours.
Before the date mentioned above, the Race Headquarter shall be at the Thai Cycling
Association’s office until March 28, 2025

The Team Managers Meeting organized in accordance with article 1.2.087 of UCI Reg-
ulations in the presence of the Commissaire Panel, is scheduled on March 30, 2025 at
15.00 hours at the meeting room at the official hotel in Phitsanulok province .
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Article 6: Radio Tour

The Race Organization shall provide a Radio Tour service and all vehicles shall be pro-
vided with a radio receiver/transmitter. Team officials are able to drive by themselves but
they shall have international driving licenses.

The radio tour’s frequency shall be announced at the team manager meeting.

Article 7: Neutral Technical Support
The neutral support shall provide three (3) Neutral cars and two (2) neutral motor-cycles.

Article 8: Race Incidents occurring in the last 3 Kilometers.
For all stages the last 3 kilometers shall be applied.

In case of duly noted fall, puncture or mechanical problem in the last 3 kilometers of
stage, the rider(s) involved shall be credited with the time of the rider (s) in whose com-
pany they were riding at the moment of accident. His or their placing shall be determined
by the order in which he or they actually cross the finishing line.

If, as the result of duly noted fall in the last 3 kilometers, a rider cannot cross the finishing
line, he shall be placed last in the stage and credited with the same time of the rider or
riders in whose company he was riding at the time of the accident.

Article 9: Best Young Rider Classification

The Best Young Rider Classification is for participating rider(s) who is at age 18-24 Years
old(Born in 2001-2007). The classification is by General Time Classification for this cat-
egory sum up with time bonuses. Where two or more riders make the same time in the
Best Young rider Classification time placing, the placing obtained in each stage shall be
added and, as a last resort, the placing obtained in the last stage ridden shall be taken
into consideration.

The leader of the Individual General Classification shall wear a White Jersey. And the
best rider in each stage will be award with the Best Young Rider of the stage.

Article 10: Points Classification (Green jersey)
The Points Classification is drawn up by totaling the points awarded in each of three (3)
stages, in six (6) Intermediate Sprints.
Points are awarded for each stage finished: 16, 14, 13, 12, 11, 10,9, 8,7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2
and 1 point to the first 15 riders in each stage.
Points are awarded for each Intermediate Sprint: 3, 2, and 1 point to the first 3 riders
respectively.
In accordance with article 2.6.017 of the UCI Regulations, in event of a tie in the general
classification by points, the following criteria shall be applied in order until the riders are
separated:

1) Numbers of Stage winning.

2) Numbers of wins in Intermediate Sprints (IS) counting for the Points General
Classification.

3) General Individual Classification by time.
The leader of the Points Classification shall wear a GREEN jersey. Points are awarded
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Specific Regulations

for each of the Intermediate Sprints(IS) during:

Stage Distances from the start/Km

1st @ 37.6/68.7 km

2nd @ 37.0/79.3 km

3rd @ 30.0 (3rd Lap) / 50.0(5th Lap) km

To receive the prizes for the General Points Classification, each competitor must have
completed the whole course of the race within the time limits set by the race regulations.

Article 11: Individual General Classification hy time [Yellow Jersey]

The time as recorded by the timekeeper shall be entered in the Individual General Time
Classification. Bonuses are only taken into consideration for the Individual Classification.
Where two or more riders make the same time in the General Individual Classification
time placing, the placing obtained in each stage shall be added and, as a last resort, the
placing obtained in the last stage ridden shall be taken into consideration.

The leader of the Individual General Classification shall wear a Yellow Jersey and re-
ceived a daily award.

Article 12: Team General Classification by time
The Team Classification for the day shall be calculated on basis of the sum of the first 3
best individual times from each team. In the event of a tie, the team shall be separated
by the sum of the places acquired by their best 3 best placed riders on the stage. If the
teams are still tied, they shall be separated by the placing of their best rider on the stage
classification.
The Team General Classification shall be calculated on the basis of the sum of three
best individual times from each team in each stage ridden. In the event of a draw, the
following criteria shall be applied in order until the teams are separated:

1. Numbers of first places in the daily Team Classifications;

2. Numbers of second places in the daily Team Classifications etc.
If there is still a draw, the teams shall be separated by the placing of their best rider in the
General Individual Classification.
Any team reduced to fewer than three riders shall be eliminated from the General Team
Classification.
The riders of the team leading the Team Classification shall be required to wear the cor-
responding distinctive sign.

Article 13: Best ASEAN Team

The Best ASEAN Team Classification is based on the ASEAN General Team Classifica-
tion by time.

The Specific Regulations Art. 12 shall be applied for calculation the time of the Team
Classification. This award is limited to the teams from The Association of South East
Asian Nations (ASEAN) and the teams concern might have at least 3 ASEAN nationality
riders in the team.
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Article 14: Best ASEAN Rider

“ASEAN Riders Classification” is based on the General Individual Classification by time
and is restricted to riders belonging to teams in one of the ASEAN countries and she
shall bear of that ASEAN country’s nationality. The leader in this classification shall wear
a Purple jersey.

Article 13: Time Bonuses

Time bonuses, which shall apply only to the Individual General Classification, will be
awarded on all road race stages. They shall be awarded for the Intermediate Sprints and
for the Stage Finishes as follows:

1). For each Intermediate Sprint (IS): 3, 2 and 1 seconds are awarded to the first 3 riders
classified respectively.

2). At the stage finishes: 10, 6 and 4 seconds are awarded to the first 3 riders classified
respectively.

Article 16: Finishing Time Limits

The Finishing Time Limits have been set for 10 percent from the first rider in stage 1 and
stage 2.

The stage 3, finish time limit will be set at 15 percent from the first rider.

However, the time limit may, in exceptional circumstance, be increased and/or decreased
by the Commissaires’ Panel in an agreement with the organizer according to the Article
2.6.032.

Article 17: Leaders’ Jersey

The leader of each classification shall be required to wear the corresponding distinctive
jersey.

If a rider is leading more than one classification, the order of priority of the distinctive
jerseys shall be as follows:

1). General Classification by time;

2). General Classification by points;

3). General Best ASEAN Classification.

The organizers may require another rider following next to the relevant classification to
wear a jersey which is not being worn by the leader of that classification. However, if this
rider must wear her World or National champion’s jersey, or the leader of UCI cup, circuit,
series or classification, she shall wear that jersey.

Article 18: Teams

The Team Managers (Directeurs Sportif) represent their teams and are responsible for
all their activities from a technical point of view and also for their discipline. The Team
Managers will collaborate with the Race Organization and the Colleague of Commis-
saires to ensure the smooth running of the race.

Team vehicles which travel with the race will be driven in convoy order determined by
the classification of their leading rider in the general classification. All other vehicles will
be driven according to the instructions of the Colleague of Commissaires or the Race
Direction.
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Specific Regulations

All vehicles will be driven in accordance with the traffic laws of Thailand.

Team managers MUST hold the international driving licenses that validate at least during
the period of their possession of the team car(s). And in case of any damages or acci-
dent, team manager(s) of the car have to be responsible for the cost of all damages.

Article 19. Feeding During Race

Feeding during the race is permitted from 30 kilometers after the “real start” until 10
kilometers before the finish. These distances may be amended by the President of Com-
missaire in a consultation with the Technical Director if, in their opinion, this is required by
the climatic conditions. Any such a change shall be announced at the start of the stage.
Feeding shall be permitted only behind the car of the Commissaire unless there are 15
or less riders in the group when the team vehicle will be permitted to draw up to the rear
of the group. Team vehicles wishing to feed their riders or to speak with them or to pass
or receive equipment must firstly obtain the permission of the Commissaire.

Article 20: Most Combative Rider Award

The Most Combative Rider Award shall be decided by the Commissaires in cooperative
with the organizer in each stages for the rider who is trying to make the exciting game of
cycling. The selected rider shall receive 5,000 Baht in each stage.

Article 21: Conduct of Riders & Their Responsihilities

- Riders must sign on personally before every stage start at the signing on point which
shall be opened from 45 minutes until 10 minutes before the starting time. Teams are
requested to sign on as a complete team to allow introduction to the spectators. The
signing on position will be close to the race starting point.

- Riders must behave in a sporting fashion during the race and at all other times.

- Riders must wear the numbers issued to them by the race organization. These num-
bers must not be folded, cut or defaced in any way and must be worn clearly visible.

- Riders must wear their official team jerseys, as approved at the meeting when licenses
were registered, or else the Leader Jersey for the various classifications.

- If any rider is leading in more than one of these classifications, she shall be presented
with each, in turn, at the protocol ceremony. During the following stage she shall wear
only the jersey of the highest importance and the next rider in position in the other com-
petition shall wear that jersey.

- Riders must wear rigid safety headgear (UCI 1.3.031) at all times when racing.

- Any rain coat or similar garment that is worn must permit the rider’s race body numbers
to be clearly visible.

- Riders must comply with all traffic rules and the instructions of police or race officials
and ride so as to keep the right hand side of the road clear to allow the passing of ve-
hicles.

- Riders may only exchange equipment, wheels or bicycles with members of their own
team. They may only assist riders who have suffered an accident, a puncture or other
mechanical troubles who are members of their own team. Riders may exchange food or
drink with members of their own or other teams.
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- Riders may not push another rider or be pushed or receive a tow or a pull by another
rider or other persons. They may not take a pace or receive or take a push or tow from
any vehicle.

Article 22: Penalties
The UCI penalty scale is the only one applicable.

Article 23: Miscellaneous

Team managers, competitors and other team staff in each team participating in this event
must respect these specific regulations and the UCI Regulations.

The Team Managers (Directeurs Sportif) represent their teams and are responsible for
all their activity from a technical point of view and also for their discipline. The team man-
agers will collaborate with the Race Organization and the Colleague of Commissaires to
ensure the smooth running of the race.

Team vehicles which travel with the race will be driven in convoy order determined by
the classification of their leading rider in the General Classification. All other vehicles will
be driven according to the instructions of the Colleague of Commissaires or the Race
Director.

All vehicles shall be driven in accordance with the traffic laws of Thailand.

Article 24: Awarding Ceremony

In accordance with article 1.2.112 of the UCI Regulations and upon the request of the
organizer, the following riders must attend the official awarding ceremony:

- The winner of the stage;

- The best ASEAN rider;

- The best Young Rider;

- The leader of the individual general classification;

- The leader of the Points Classification;

- The leader of ASEAN rider Classification

- The leader of the best Young Rider Classification

- The Most Combative Rider of the Stage

- The riders will present themselves at the podium in a time limit of maximum 10 minutes
after crossing the finishing line.

Article 25: Cycling and the Environment

The Organizer wishes to remind all parties involved in the Tour of Thailand to be sensi-
tive to environmental concerns. As some part of the race route shall pass through Na-
tional Parks or National Historical Sites which are environmental areas protected by law,
the environmental impact of the race must be minimised.

All teams are reminded to be respectful of places of warships i.e. temples, churches,
mosques etc. A proper conduct is strict to be adhered to and in no circumstances should
any team member relieve and/or expose themselves at or around these places other
than the designated areas.
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Specific Regulations

In accordance with article 2.2.025 of the UCI Regulations, there shall be strictly no lit-
tering at any staging areas: Start-Finish venues, Feed Zone and throughout the Race
Courses. All littering is to be disposed in a responsible and hygienic manner after arriving
at the finishing area.

The organizer will established “WASTE ZONE” 500 meters before the Feed Zone START
and 500 meters after the Feed Zone End and 500 meters before the last 10 kilometers
to finish for all stages as indicated in the daily race schedule. Please be reminded that
causing damage to the flora and fauna is strictly prohibited.

Furthermore, in many areas of the race were protected by environmental protection
laws, such as the National Park or specific sensitive areas. There might be prosecuted
by the authorities concern for violate the laws concern. Which can be fine or jail term
depending on the offenses.

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Natural Phenomenon: Lalu

Lalu, located at Ban Noen Kham and Ban Khlong Yang, Tambon Thap Rat, Amphoe Ta Phraya, was an important
tourist attraction in Sa Kaeo. Lalu was a land subsidence caused by erosion from rainwater and wind, resulting
in a beautiful and unusual shape. It covered an area of approximately 2,000 rai, which was divided into different
zones for tourists to walk around and visit. In each year, Lalu at various points changed its appearance because
it was eroded by rainwater and wind throughout the year.
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Sdok Kok Thom Castle

Located at Ban Nong Samet, Tambon Khok Sung, Amphoe Ta Phraya, Prasat Sdok Kok Thom was an important
ancient site in Sa Kaeo Province. The castle was in the Khmer style and was believed to have been built in the
14th Buddhist century to perform rituals according to the beliefs of Hinduism and the Shaivism sect. Made of
sandstone with a majestic interlocking prang in the center, the castle had only the door arches on the east and
west sides. Outside the castle, there was a pond on the east side, which was related to the castle’s name, which
meant a city with reeds growing in a large swamp.
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Pang Sida National Park

The park area was mostly a high, complex mountain range covered with forest and a home to more than 300
species of rare wildlife and birds. Within the park, there were many natural attractions such as Pang Sida
Waterfall, a waterfall that dropped from an 8-meter high cliff. Pha Takhian Waterfall, a 20-meter high cliff, was
about 2.5 kilometers away from Pang Sida Waterfall. This was also a natural area with more than 350 species
of butterflies. The Pang Sida Butterfly Festival was held every year from early June to July, together with many
activities.
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Tubtim Siam Village 05

Located in Village No. 10, Khlong Kai Thuean Subdistrict, Khlong Hat District, Siam Ruby Village 05 had an area
of more than 9,000 rai surrounded with mountains, with Khlong Nam Sai as the border to Cambodia. Originally,
this area was a pristine forest. However, Cambodians immigrated to live along the Tangok Mountains during
the fighting in Cambodia and withdrew when the situation calmed down. Later, Her Royal Highness Princess
Chulabhorn Walailak, Princess Srisavangavadhana, established the village on April 15, 1994, to be a model
village for demonstrating agricultural research and promoting careers, expanding to other nearby villages.
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Rong Kluea Market
Rong Kluea Market or Ban Khlong Luek Border Market was located in Aranyaprathet District, near the Ara-
nyaprathet-Poipet Immigration Checkpoint, Banteay Meanchey Province, Cambodia. It was the largest border
trade market in the eastern region, a famous wholesale and retail market for second-hand goods for a long time.
Every day, thousands of tourists came to shop for cheap, quality brand-name products from all over the world.
Currently, Rong Kluea Market had improved its cleanliness and increased security measures, making it more
